Founded in 1896 as both an educational and service organization, the 

Guild seeks to set and maintain high musical standards and to promote 

understanding and appreciation of all aspects of organ and choral music. 

Under the leadership of the National Council, a network of volunteer 

committees and officials at the regional, district, and local levels directs 

the activities of the Guild.

The Guild 

sponsors competitions in organ performance and improvisation and in 

organ and choral composition. National and regional conventions held in 

alternate years, present the finest performers. The American Organist 

magazine, published monthly by the AGO, is the most widely read journal 

devoted to organ and choral music in the world.

When the congregation of 

American Lutheran Church 

in Sun City, Arizona built their 

church no thought was 

given to placing a pipe 

organ in the building. Over 

the years an active music 

program that is impressive in 

both quality and number of 

participants was developed. 

After many years of using an 

electronic organ, a donor 

approached the organist to 

ask about the possibilities of 

installing a pipe organ and 

the organ project was born. 

The building was dry 

acoustically and the 

congregational singing was 

difficult at best. The church’s 

fine choral ensembles had to 

work diligently to produce 

sound that was not 

enhanced by the space. 

Therefore it was important to engage an acoustician to find solutions to 

the acoustical problems prior to the installation of the new organ. The 

improved room is much more kind to music and it is now a joy to sing and 

hear music in this space. 

As Casavant studied the various possibilities for positioning the 

organ they needed to find a solution that would allow the instrument to 

be used to its fullest capacity for choral accompaniment. The choir sings 

from a raised loft at the front of the nave on the right side of the building 

so it was important to keep the manual divisions, especially the expressive 

sections, as close to the choristers as possible. 

Fortunately there was a large open area in the right front corner 

adjacent to the choir loft that had enough space and height to locate 

the Swell and Choir divisions. New casework was designed to frame the 

central stained glass window that remains the focal point of the church. 

The Great division is placed in the right case where it is close to the choir 

while the upper part of the pedal division is located in the left case. The 

wall behind the case containing the pedal division was opened into a 

space behind that previously held air-handling units in order to provide a 

home for the large open wood pipes and the other tall space consuming 

pedal stops. The chamber formerly housing the electronic organ speakers 

became the new home to the Solo division. From its position to the right of 

the window, the Tuba speaks with authority into the church from this 

elevated position, which also gives the soft flute céleste an ethereal 

quality.

Michael Heap  is currently the Dean of the Central Arizona Chapter and 

Organist and Choirmaster at the Episcopal Church of St. John the Baptist 

in Glendale, Arizona.  Since moving to Arizona in 2004, Mr. Heap has 

served the chapter as Placement and Substitutes Chair, and as Co-

coordinator for Phoenix Rising, the June, 2009 Region IX Festival and 

Convention. Michael has been a church organist for more than 50 years, 

starting at age twelve!  A native of central Illinois, he holds both a B.S. and 

an M.S. in Music Education from Western Illinois University, Macomb, where 

he completed a double major in oboe and in voice, while continuing to 

serve as organist and choir director in churches there.  He has completed 

additional studies in educational administration at Rutgers University, New 

Brunswick, New Jersey, and holds NJ administrative certification in 

addition to his regular teaching certification. 

  

Mr. Heap began his teaching career in 1967 in the suburban Chicago 

area.  He served as a paid chorister and soloist and substitute organist 

throughout the Chicago area, and was principal oboe of the Elgin, Ill. 

Symphony.  In 1974, he moved to Saskatchewan, Canada, as 

bandmaster for the city of Swift Current.  While there, he successfully 

spearheaded the integration of the community band program into the 

public schools, and wrote the music curriculum for grades K-12.  In 1981, 

Michael accepted a position as the High School Music Director in 

Freehold, New Jersey, where he was responsible for both the band and 

choir programs.  He had an active career as an oboist throughout New 

Jersey, serving as principal oboe for the Monmouth Symphony, and as 

principal for the New Jersey State Orchestra, as well as numerous free-

lance positions.  He was organist and choirmaster for the Red Bank (NJ) 

Baptist Church from 1983-1987, and for Trinity Episcopal Church, Asbury 

Park from 1987-2000.  In 2000, Michael was appointed as Cathedral 

Organist for Trinity Cathedral, Trenton, and served there until 2003.  After 

having endured enough snow and cold weather, Michael retired from 

teaching in 2004, and moved to the warm climate of Phoenix.

The sanctuary organ at Chaparral Christian Church was an instrument 

that took years of planning.  In this situation, the congregation had a 

long term vision for a new sanctuary.  In what can only be described 

as the best possible situation for a new organ, the future installation of 

an organ was planned in conjunction with the designing of the new 

sanctuary. 

   

Chaparral Christian Church leaders began communications with 

Casavant Frères in 1998.  Casavant builders and staff worked with the 

church architect and the acoustician for the new sanctuary at 

Chaparral as the building was designed and redesigned several 

times.  Many of the redesign issues were focused on the improvement 

of the acoustics of the space in preparation for the new organ.   

 

The sanctuary was dedicated in 2002, and the first installation of the 

organ (28 ranks – Grand Orgue, Récit, & Pédale divisions) was 

complete in 2003.  The second phase and completion of the organ 

occurred in 2005.  This included the installation of the Choeur division 

and additions to the Pédale and Grand Orgue.  Chaparral was very 

fortunate to have a single donor for the entire organ, which now 

includes 52 ranks.

Paul Hindemith was 68 when he died of a circulatory ailment, 

December 28, 1963.  He had composed in almost every form, had 

toured extensively both as a violist and as a conductor.  He 

achieved a wide influence through his teaching in Germany, the 

United States and Switzerland. After an active and successful 

career in Germany, he left his country following the banning of his 

opera, MATHIS DER MALER, by the Nazi government. He came to 

America in 1939, becoming an American citizen and joining the 

staff at Yale in 1942.  In 1954 he became a professor at Zurich

She divides her 

time between Ann Arbor, Michigan, and Scottsdale, Arizona, being a dual 

member of the American Guild of Organists and Mu Phi Epsilon, a 

professional musicians organization.  She has been included in the Marquis 

Who's Who in America, -in the World, -in Entertainment, and the 

International Who's Who in Music.

     In 1973 M. P. Möller, Inc. 

completed its Opus 10,731 for St. 

Maria Goretti parish consisting of 39 

ranks in five divisions. 

Visually the Möller design at St. Maria 

Goretti is reminiscent of the Cadet 

Chapel organ in Colorado Springs. At 

St. Maria Goretti, the Great, Choir, 

Swell, and Pedal are installed in a 

gallery over the north transept. 

Speaking from a balcony in the west 

transept is the Nave division. The large 

four-manual console was placed in 

the choir area between the main part 

of the organ and the sanctuary.  

     Unfortunately, tuning accessibility 

and the popularity of guitar and 

piano accompaniments led the 

organ into years of disrepair.  Its 

salvation lay in the organ’s stunning 

visual design and the vision of a handful of people. Inspired by the new 

guidelines on music for the Roman Catholic Church, Ann Weiss, director of 

music and liturgy for the church, decided to take action. With the help 

and support of the pastor, Fr. Greg Schlarb, Weiss formed a plan to save 

the organ. A generous benefactor was found within the parish who 

provided the funds for a restoration and had the forethought to include 

provisions for future maintenance. With the blessings of Bishop Thomas J. 

Olmsted, the project to renovate the organ took shape. 

     In April of 2005, Hupalo & Repasky Pipe Organs were contacted to 

evaluate the organ’s condition. It was found that the Nave division, 

bearing the full brunt of the late afternoon sun, had suffered the most 

leather deterioration. The remainder of the organ, located in the north 

transept, was not far behind in this respect. The church is cooled by a 

large swamp cooler. Normally, an air-conditioning system reduces 

humidity in a building, but the swamp cooler does the opposite. This 

added humidity in the room caused corrosion on the metal tuners and 

the surface of the exposed pipework. The large 4-manual console also 

exhibited typical leather failure, worn bushings, and corroded contacts. 

     By May of 2005, the church had decided to retain and restore the 

original Möller chest actions and layout without alterations. The console, 

however, was another matter. Due to its size, there was no sight line for the 

organist to any spot in the church. A four-manual drawknob console is not 

easy to see over. The bulky console also hindered the pianist’s view to the 

sanctuary. 

     Ann Weiss asked if we could build a smaller console yet have all the 

controls of the old Möller console. The new console would also need to be 

easily movable. Now for the question that may have been the deal 

breaker. Could we finish releathering the entire instrument and provide a 



 

new console by September 1, 2005? The answer was no. A compromise 

was therefore in order. We could releather the organ and have it playing 

by September. The new low-profile solid-state console would be ready for 

the rededication on December 1. An agreement was reached, and 

Hupalo and Repasky started the work in May. 

     The project began with the removal of the numerous reservoirs; there 

were at least three per division. The intricate web of wind trunks was then 

removed. Next, all bottom boards came down. All pipes were taken out 

for cleaning and fitted with new stainless steel tuning slides. Washing of 

the pipes was begun outside the church. As soon as the temperature 

reached 115°, Fr. Greg, acting like a good shepherd, moved us into a 

more comfortable air-conditioned space in the parish hall. 

     By the end of the very hot summer of 2005, all the cleaned pipes with 

their new tuners were placed back in the organ after service lights were 

installed and all the toe and rack boards were vacuumed and cleaned. 

Before the releathered pouch boards were installed, all the pitman valves 

and retainers were replaced. Next, the numerous releathered regulators 

were put in place and wind lines reattached. The organ was then made 

(minimally) playable to the old four-manual console. 

     As far as the new console was concerned, everyone at H&RPO agreed 

a terraced drawknob console would solve the sight line problems. A 

maximum height of 48" was our goal. Mark Dahlberg, our 

design/engineer, was given the job of designing the console. He 

developed a plan incorporating casters directly inside the console thus 

eliminating the need for a rolling platform. For the new console, it was 

decided to eliminate the top Nave manual and make it a floating 

division. When completed, the new three-manual console measured 47" 

from floor to the top of the console lid. We installed a solid-state switching 

and combination system in conjunction with optical key sensing.  

     The console shell is made from quarter-sawn white oak with a tung oil 

finish. A six-sided marquetry design taken from the church’s cast bronze 

doors was incorporated into the upper side and back panels. The jambs 

and nameboard are European pear wood with a French polish. The 

natural keys were made of polished bone. The sharps are made of the 

darkest ebony known (diospyros mollis, often used in black dyes). 

Rosewood key cheeks were chosen to contrast with the pear wood. 

Ebony was used for the hand-turned stop knobs. 

     By November, the new console was in Scottsdale ready to be 

connected and by the first of December it was ready for its debut. Dr. 

Robert Huw Morgan, Stanford University Organist, was chosen to be the 

rededication recitalist. 

     The following personnel and suppliers were involved: Rick Celestino, 

Mark Dahlberg, John N. Hupalo, Bill Klinger, Joe Lamberina, Steve

Organ Supply Industries.
